The
first step would be to convince people to change by providing simple alternative solutions and ways
of doing things. The internet is a powerful tool and a group on social media of like-minded people can
be formed. People can share environmental stories and issues, as well as pool in solutions and

alternatives to educate one another.

With the current state that our planet is in, it is imperative that people actively care about the

environment and most importantly to act now.
